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James E. Stewart (1912-1997)
James was one of the most outstanding and distinguished members of the American Association of Blacks in Energy (AABE). He used his position to influence a new level of involvement for Blacks and other minorities in the energy field.

Stewart served on the Board of Directors for the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) and sparked the establishment of that organization’s influential Energy Committee. He was influential in making the connections between the AABE organization, the NAACP and the National Urban League.
